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Muelle De La Restinga.

This site is located inside the La Restinga Docks and can be
accessed vis the Breakwater wall. No currents and shallow
waters make this dive suitable for all level divers.

This site is also very popular for night diving, orientation diving,
dive training and many more. Interesting topography with an
excellent display of marine life and corals.

El Bajon

Outside the harbor the seabed becomes steep very quickly.
While places off La Palma are steep, off El Hierro the "drop-offs”
are vertical. Only a few hundred metres from the coast is the
legendary "El Bajon”, lots of currents, exposed and deep.
Theoretically you can see the complete Atlantic fauna swimming
past, you just needs a bit of luck. You can certainly see fish in
great numbers.

Baja Ribera

No less exciting is "Baja Ribera”, a steep exciting needle of rock
with lots of currents. The crevasses offer a home to Dragonheads

, Morays and Lobsters. You can relax in the coolness on the needles
plateau hoping that in the currents rushing by the fish cinema will
be on.

El Arco

Very pretty site, with topography that looks like gentle, rolling
green hills. There is an arch at around 40m that is stunning and
surrounded by black coral, with stingrays lying in the shadows.
Lots of fish life can be found here including snapper, tuna and
large grouper.
